SEMINAR 1: PUBLIC ART NEEDS OUTSIDERS
TRANSPORT AND ACCOMMODATION
SEMINAR VENUE: Lawson Park, Coniston, Cumbria, LA21 8AD


TRANSPORT
Lawson Park is located on the east side of Coniston Water, on the western edge of Grizedale Forest. It is a remote location 200 metres above sea level that is not directly served by public transport.

Travelling by Car
Due to its restricted access and limited parking, Lawson Park operates a restricted car policy, but there is car parking available at the farm and nearby at Machells Coppice car park. On the day of the Seminar, delegates travelling by car may park at Machells Coppice car park on the East of Lake Road. Alternatively, delegates may walk up to Lawson Park via the way-marked footpath from the car park. This takes approximately 20 – 30 minutes (approximately ½ mile up an ascent of 200 metres). 


- Directions from the south:
From the M6 Junction 36 take the A590 towards Kendal and Barrow. After 3.5 miles take the left slip road signposted Barrow - this is still the A590. Stay on this road, following signs to Barrow for about 17 miles. When you reach the estuary at Greenodd turn right onto the A5092 signposted Workington. In 2 miles, at Lowick, turn right onto the A5084 signposted Coniston. Shortly after the village turn right at the crossroads by the Red Lion pub. After turning into this lane go over a bridge and turn immediately left following the river. This is the East of Lake Road. After approximately 6 miles, Machells Coppice car park is on the right (just before reaching Brantwood House).


- Directions from the North:
From Ambleside take the A593 to Coniston. In the centre of Coniston village turn left by the Yewdale Hotel onto the B5285 (towards Hawkshead). In 1 mile, at the head of the lake, turn right onto the East of Lake Road, signposted Brantwood. Follow this road for 2 miles, Machells Coppice car park is on the left ½ mile after Brantwood.


Travelling by Train

The nearest mainline station is Oxenholme, Lake District, which is on the West Coast Line served by Virgin Trains (London Euston – Glasgow – Edinburgh).

There will be transport from Oxenholme to Grizedale which will depart from Oxenholme Station at 9.15 am and from Grizedale to return to Oxenholme at 5.15pm. The journey between the seminar venue and the station is approximately 1 hour.
